"Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity. Like the precious oil on the head running down on the beard, the beard of Aaron" Psalm 133:1,2

Lesson Aims:
1. The meaning of the use of oil in the Church
2. For younger children: An example of the use of oil in the Church
Lesson Notes:

1. The oil is always a sign of the Holy Spirit (See Isaiah 61:1). We received the Holy Spirit when we were anointed with Myroon during the Sacrament of Confirmation.
2. The use of oil in the Old Testament as a symbol of using it in Church
a. Ordaining Aaron and his sons as priests (See Exodus 28:37-43, in particular verse 41)

b. As a sign of peace (See the burnt offerings in Leviticus 6:12 and the peace offerings in Leviticus 7:11-21)

c. Anointing Saul as a king (See I Samuel 10:1)

3. The meanings of the Holy Oil:

a. Sign of happiness (Psalm 45:7)

b. Sign of healing (Luke 10:30-34)

c. Sign of peace (Leviticus 6:12)

4. The use of oil in the Church

a. Sacrament of Confirmation (Myroon Oil)

b. Sacrament of the Holy Unction (James 5:14-15)


