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God Accepts Abel’s Offering(
Bible Reading:   Genesis 4:1-16
Golden Verses: 

"If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it." Genesis 4:7
Lesson Goals: 

1. Acceptable offering
2. The result of sin

3. Responsibilities towards one another; am I my brother’s keeper?
Lesson Notes: 

1. Acceptable Offering
a. Blood must be shed in atonement for sin (see Hebrews 9:22): “And according to the law almost all things are purified with blood, and without shedding of blood there is no remission.” Also notice the symbol of Christ’s Sacrifice.
b. Cain brought inferior produce and kept the best for himself. Abel brought the best of what he had (see Verse 4).
c. Cain’s sinful lifestyle made his offering unacceptable (see 1 John 3:12): “Not as Cain who was of the wicked one and murdered his brother. And why did he murder him? Because his works were evil and his brother's righteous.”
d. Abel offered a more excellent sacrifice by faith. Cain offered as a custom (see Hebrews 11:4): “By faith Abel offered to God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, through which he obtained witness that he was righteous.”
2. Fruits of sin (revisited)

a. Envy leads to anger; anger leads to murder.
b. Alienation from everyone (see Verses 12)

c. No peace (see Verse 12)

d. Separation from God (see Verse 16): “Then Cain went out from the presence of the Lord and dwelt in the land of Nod on the east of Eden,” not the Promised Land which is the symbol of the Heavenly Kingdom.


	Then the Lord said to Cain, "Where is Abel your brother?" He said, "I do not know. Am I my brother's keeper?"

	And He said, "What have you done? The voice of your brother's blood cries out to Me from the ground.

	"So now you are cursed from the earth, which has opened its mouth to receive your brother's blood from your hand.

	12
	"When you till the ground, it shall no longer yield its strength to you. A fugitive and a vagabond you shall be on the earth."

	13
	And Cain said to the Lord, "My punishment is greater than I can bear!

	14
	"Surely You have driven me out this day from the face of the ground; I shall be hidden from Your face; I shall be a fugitive and a vagabond on the earth, and it will happen that anyone who finds me will kill me."

	15
	And the Lord said to him, "Therefore, whoever kills Cain, vengeance shall be taken on him sevenfold." And the Lord set a mark on Cain, lest anyone finding him should kill him.

	16
	Then Cain went out from the presence of the Lord and dwelt in the land of Nod on the east of Eden.
