Memory verse:

“For I tell you that many prophets and kings have desired to see what you see, and have not seen it, and to hear what you hear, and have not heard it” (Luke 10:24).
Lesson Outline:

I. Definition of “A Prophecy”


It is the announcement of matters before their occurrence and it is inspired by God - “And Aaron your brother shall be your prophet” (Exodus 7:1), “Now you shall speak to him and put the words in his mouth” (Exodus 4:15).

II. Were There Prophecies About Christ In The Old Testament (El Torah)?


Yes, Christ is in all its books and in every verse. All the lines and words are nothing but glorious reflections of Jesus Christ.

IV. Christ and the Phases of Prophecy Are Explained Below:
· From Adam to Moses: references to the Redeemer were made, besides specification of the person and tribe of which Christ will come.

· From Moses to Christ: in this phase the rituals and rites were set down, followed by the Psalms and the Redemption. The time and conditions in which Christ would come are defined, accompanied by accurate calculations and specific testimonials.

· Christ and the Church: in this phase, the prophecies indicate the growth of faith and of the Church, the destruction of the temple, and finally, the new earth and heaven.

V. The Testimony of the Holy Books for Christ

· His redeeming work: “Shall bruise the head of the serpent” (Genesis 3:15).

· Christ’s origin: from the line of Abraham (Genesis 12:3), from the tribe of Judah (Genesis 49:10), and from the stem of Jesse (Isaiah 11:1).

· A Man of sufferings: acquainted with grief (Isaiah 53:3-10). He was beaten, lashed and spit upon (Isaiah 50:6). His cry on the Cross: “My God, my God, why have You forsaken Me?” (Psalm 22:1).

· He will also arise: He rose victorious over death (Psalm 16:10). Just as the prophecies concerning the past have been fulfilled, so will those concerning the future. “Surely, I am coming quickly. Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus” (Revelation 22:20).

Applications:

·  Stimulate the desire of the youth to complete the search for the other prophecies and verses that have been fulfilled in the New Testament.

· Undertake a study or research about Christ in any one book in the Holy Bible (Old or New Testament).

· Deepen the foundation of faith in the minds of the youth; they need to believe in the prophecies. This is an area that helps to prepare them in receiving Jesus as the Redeemer, Savior, and constant Friend, living within them by the grace of the Holy Spirit.

· Deepen the meaning of prophecies concerning the future, and organize conferences that focus on the new resurrection and the confirmed victory of God’s children. They will be victorious because, while still living in this world, they are sure of their eternal inheritance which, according to the prophecies, will be fulfilled by His Second Coming.


	Christ in creation
	· "Then God said" (Gen 1:3). The Word of God is His Son Jesus Christ.

· "In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The same was in the beginning with God. All things were made by Him; and without Him was not any thing made that was made." (John 1:1-3)

· "Hath in these last days spoken unto us by His Son, whom He hath appointed heir of all things, by Whom also He made the worlds." (Heb 1:2)

· "Begotten of the Father before all ages ..... by Whom all things were made." (The Apostolic Creed).

	Similarities and differences between Christ & Adam
	Adam resembles Christ since he was the father of the human race. Christ is referred to as the second Adam.
"For as in Adam all die, even so In Christ shall all be made alive." (1 Cor 15:22)
"For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.' (Rom 5:19)

	Christ in the promise of salvation
	· In the promise of salvation to Adam and Eve: "And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel." (Gen 3:15)
"But we see Jesus ... He also Himself likewise took part of the same; that through death He might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil." (Heb 2:9,14)
· In the promise of salvation to Abraham: "in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed." (Gen 12:3)
· In the promise of salvation to Isaac: "and in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed." (Gen 26:4)
· In the promise of salvation to Jacob: "and in thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the earth be blessed." (Gen 28:14)
· In the blessing of Jacob to his son Judah: "The scepter shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto Him shall the gathering of the people be." (Gen 49:10)
"He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto Him the throne of His father David: And He shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of His kingdom there shall be no end." (Luke 1:32, 33)

	Noah's ark is a symbol of Christ
	· The ark preserved Noah and his family form the flood as Christ preserved those who are in Him from the Divine Judgment.
· The ark had to be entered from one door; Jesus said, "I am the door: by Me if any man enter in, he shall be saved." (Jn 10:9)

	Noah was a symbol of Christ the comforter
	· "And he called his name Noah, saying, This same shall comfort us concerning our work and toil of our hands, because of the ground which the LORD hath cursed." (Gen 5:29)

· The same was said of Christ: "Come unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest." (Matt 11:28), and "Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree." (Gal 3:13)

	Christ the Lord appeared to Abraham 
	· Then the Lord appeared to Abram and said, "To your descendants I will give this land." And there he built an altar to the Lord, who had appeared to him. (Gen 12:7)
· When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to Abram and said to him, "I am Almighty God; walk before Me and be blameless. (Gen 17:1)
· Then the Lord appeared to him by the terebinth trees of Mamre, as he was sitting in the tent door in the heat of the day. (Gen 18:1) Three men visited Abraham, the Lord and two angels. The Lord told Abraham that he will have a son, but Sarah laughed. "And the LORD said unto Abraham, Wherefore did Sarah laugh, saying, Shall I of a surety bear a child, which am old? Is any thing too hard for the LORD? At the time appointed I will return unto thee, according to the time of life, and Sarah shall have a son." (Gen 18:13-14)

· Abraham interceded for Sodom and Gomorrah: "And Abraham answered and said, Behold now, I have taken upon me to speak unto the Lord, which am but dust and ashes." (Gen 18:27)

	Christ the Lord appeared to Hagar
	· Now the Angel of the Lord found her by a spring of water in the wilderness, by the spring on the way to Shur. And He said, "Hagar, Sarai's maid, where have you come from, and where are you going?" She said, "I am fleeing from the presence of my mistress Sarai." The Angel of the Lord said to her, "Return to your mistress, and submit yourself under her hand." Then the Angel of the Lord said to her, "I will multiply your descendants exceedingly, so that they shall not be counted for multitude." And the Angel of the Lord said to her: "Behold, you are with child, and you shall bear a son. You shall call his name Ishmael, because the Lord has heard your affliction. He shall be a wild man; His hand shall be against every man, and every man's hand against him. And he shall dwell in the presence of all his brethren." Then she called the name of the Lord who spoke to her, You-Are-the-God-Who-Sees; for she said, "Have I also here seen Him who sees me?" (Gen 16:7-14)

	Christ the Lord appeared to Isaac
	· Then the Lord appeared to him and said: "Do not go down to Egypt; live in the land of which I shall tell you.” (Gen 26:2)

· And the Lord appeared to him the same night and said, "I am the God of your father Abraham; do not fear, for I am with you. I will bless you and multiply your descendants for My servant Abraham's sake." (Gen 26:24)

	Christ the Lord appeared to Jacob
	· Then Jacob was left alone; and a Man wrestled with him until the breaking of day. Now when He saw that He did not prevail against him, He touched the socket of his hip; and the socket of Jacob's hip was out of joint as He wrestled with him. And He said, "Let Me go, for the day breaks." But he said, "I will not let You go unless You bless me!" So He said to him, "What is your name?" He said, "Jacob." And He said, "Your name shall no longer be called Jacob, but Israel; for you have struggled with God and with men, and have prevailed." Then Jacob asked, saying, "Tell me Your name, I pray." And He said, "Why is it that you ask about My name?" And He blessed him there. And Jacob called the name of the place Peniel: "For I have seen God face to face, and my life is preserved." (Gen 32:24-30)
· Then God appeared to Jacob again, when he came from Padan Aram, and blessed him. And God said to him, "Your name is Jacob; your name shall not be called Jacob anymore, but Israel shall be your name." So He called his name Israel. Also God said to him: "I am God Almighty. Be fruitful and multiply; a nation and a company of nations shall proceed from you, and kings shall come from your body. "The land which I gave Abraham and Isaac I give to you; and to your descendants after you I give this land." Then God went up from him in the place where He talked with him. So Jacob set up a pillar in the place where He talked with him, a pillar of stone; and he poured a drink offering on it, and he poured oil on it. And Jacob called the name of the place where God spoke with him, Bethel. (Gen 35:9-15)

	Melchzedek is a symbol of Christ as a king and a priest
	Melchzedek

· "king of Salem" (Gen 14:17)

· "King of Salem, which is, King of peace;" (Heb 7:3)

· "he was the priest of the most high God." (Gen 14:18)

· "having neither beginning of days, nor end of life;" (Heb 7:3)

· "made like unto the Son of God;" (Heb 7:3)

· "abideth as priest continually." (Heb 7:3)

	Christ
· "Prince of Peace." (Is 9:6)

· "and shall sit and rule upon His throne;" (Zech 6:13)

· "and He shall be a priest upon His throne:" (Zech 6:13)

· "He ever liveth to make intercession for them." (Heb 7:25)

· "we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son Of God," (Heb 4:14)

· "because He continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood." (Heb 7:25)

· "The LORD hath sworn, and will not repent; Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchzedek." (Psalm 110:4)



	The sacrifice of Isaac was a symbol of Christ's crucifixion

	Isaac
1. Isaac was the only begotten son of his father: "Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac" (Gen 22:2)    

2. "whom thou lovest," (Gen 22:2)

3. Isaac carried the wood of the burnt offering: "And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid it upon Isaac his son;" (Gen 22:6)

4. "Abraham built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood." (Gen 22:10)

5. "Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his son." (Gen 22:11)

6. "Abraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son." (Gen 22:13).

7. Isaac came back alive: "And the angel of the LORD called unto him out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he said, Here am I. And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither do thou any thing unto him" (Gen 22:10-11)


	Christ
1. "the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father," (John 1:18)
"For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son" (John 3:16)

2. "This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased;" (Matt 17:5)
3. Jesus Christ carried the wood of the cross: "And He bearing His cross went forth into a place called the place of a skull" (John 19:17)
4. Christ was nailed to the cross.
5. God allowed His Only Begotten Son to be hanged on the cross: "Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him" (Isaiah 53; 10)
6. The lamb was a symbol of Jesus Christ "He is brought as a lamb to the slaughter," (Isaiah 53:7)
7. Christ rose from the dead.

	Isaac was a type of Christ in his marriage to Rebekah
	Christ was united with the Church. His bride was represented by Rebekah through the Holy Spirit, represented by Eliezar, on the water of the well of Lahairoi, a symbol of the sacrament of baptism. Also Rebekah left her father's house to follow her groom as the Church leaves her earthly house to join her Bride in heaven.

	Jacob's ladder
	It connected heaven and earth as Christ did: "having made peace through the blood of His cross, by Him to reconcile all things unto Himself; by Him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven." (Col 1:20)

	Joseph was a type of Christ
	Joseph preserved life by providing food: "God did send me before you to preserve life." (Gen 45:5)
Christ gave His Body as the Bread of Life: "I am the bread of life" (John 6:35)



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
