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Jesus Heals a Bleeding Woman 
Objective: 

To learn the work of faith in our life 

Memory Verse: 

“Your faith has made you well. Go in peace.” (Luke 8:48)

Introduction: 

· Review the previous lesson and verse. 

When Jesus touched the coffin and said, “Young man. Get up I tell you,” the dead young man was brought back to life. And today we see that anyone who touches Jesus will be healed. I mean if the hand of the Lord Jesus touches our life or if we seek Him in our life, He will answer all the requests of our hearts. 

Lesson Outlines: 

Jesus and His disciples spent some time on the shore of a lake. When they returned to Capernaum, they saw a large crowd waiting for Jesus. Jesus had no time for rest. He sat down on the shore and taught the crowds with patience and love, and He helped all. 

· Where was Jesus sitting? 

· What is the name of the town? 

· What was He doing? 

Then a man named Jairus arrived. He went through the crowds and bowed down at Jesus’ feet. This man held a high position. He was an official in the local synagogue; many people knew him. Jairus was confused and perplexed. He cried loudly and said, “My daughter is dying. She is only twelve years old. Please come quickly and lay your hand on her. I am sure that she will be completely healed.” Jesus went with Jairus. The disciples and the crowd followed them. The people crowded Jesus from every side. They all desired to see what would happen. But suddenly, Jesus stopped and asked, “Who touched me?” The people waited to hear an answer but no answer came. Peter said, “Master, the people are all around you and crowding in on you.” 

· Where were the crowds going? 

· What did Jesus say when He stopped suddenly? 

Jesus said again, “Someone has touched me, for I knew it when power went out of Me.” There was complete silence. Then a woman came trembling and threw herself at Jesus’ feet. She said to him, “It was I, sir. I have suffered from severe bleeding for twelve years. I have spent all I have on doctors, but no one was able to cure me. I heard amazing things about You, O Jesus the Great Healer. So I came to you... while I was among the crowd, an idea came to my mind: If I could touch the edge of his cloak, I would be healed.” 

· What did this woman suffer from? 

· What did she hear about Christ? 

“Then I drew near you, O Jesus, and touched the edge of your cloak, and I was healed immediately; the bleeding stopped. Lord I thank You…I thank You.” Jesus gently said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace.” Then Jesus went to Jairus’ house and brought his daughter back to life. 

· Where was Jesus going? And who was with Him? 

· What did the woman do? 

· How did Jesus feel the woman’s touch in spite of the crowd? 

· What did Jesus say to her? “Your faith has made you well. Go in peace.” 

· Study the verse. 

· Who can say the verse? 

Conclusion: 

Your promise is always true, O Lord. You say, “Whatever you ask in prayer, you will receive, if you have faith.” This woman came to you, believing that You alone can heal her; even if she touched Your clothes, she would be healed. And she touched Your clothes and was healed. 

O Lord, give me that faith. Many people crowd around Jesus without believing in Him. O Lord, do not let me be like one of those. 

Applications: 

· Let us visit (name) who is sick, pray for him and give him Qorban. 

· Let us ask the priest to pray for (name), the sick man/woman, and to anoint him/her with the holy oil so that he/she may be well.

	40
	So it was, when Jesus returned, that the multitude welcomed Him, for they were all waiting for Him.

	41
	And behold, there came a man named Jairus, and he was a ruler of the synagogue. And he fell down at Jesus' feet and begged Him to come to his house,

	42
	for he had an only daughter about twelve years of age, and she was dying. But as He went, the multitudes thronged Him.

	43
	Now a woman, having a flow of blood for twelve years, who had spent all her livelihood on physicians and could not be healed by any,

	came from behind and touched the border of His garment. And immediately her flow of blood stopped.

	45
	And Jesus said, "Who touched Me?" When all denied it, Peter and those with him said, "Master, the multitudes throng and press You, and You say, 'Who touched Me?' "

	46
	But Jesus said, "Somebody touched Me, for I perceived power going out from Me."

	47
	Now when the woman saw that she was not hidden, she came trembling; and falling down before Him, she declared to Him in the presence of all the people the reason she had touched Him and how she was healed immediately.

	48
	And He said to her, "Daughter, be of good cheer; your faith has made you well. Go in peace."


Matthew 9

	18
	While He spoke these things to them, behold, a ruler came and worshiped Him, saying, "My daughter has just died, but come and lay Your hand on her and she will live."

	19
	So Jesus arose and followed him, and so did His disciples.

	20
	And suddenly, a woman who had a flow of blood for twelve years came from behind and touched the hem of His garment.

	21
	For she said to herself, "If only I may touch His garment, I shall be made well."

	22
	But Jesus turned around, and when He saw her He said, "Be of good cheer, daughter; your faith has made you well." And the woman was made well from that hour.





(
1. [St. John Chrysostom] In terms of Mosaic Law, her flow of blood was regarded as unclean.  For this reason she remained hidden; she concealed herself.  She had not yet understood Christ’s ministry; otherwise she would not have thought it necessary to remain concealed.
2. [St. John Chrysostom] What is Christ’s intention in bringing her forward?
a. First, Jesus puts an end to her fear.  He gives no cause for her conscience to be harmed, as if she had stolen the gift.

b. Second, He corrects her assumption that she has no right to be seen.

c. Third, He makes her faith an exhibit to all.  He encourages the others to emulate her faith.

d. Fourth, His subduing the fountains of her hemorrhage was another sign of his knowledge of all things.

e. Finally, Jesus is indirectly admonishing the ruler of the synagogue by what He says to the woman; he [the ruler] was at the point of despair, of utter ruin.

3. [St. Hilary] A more pristine wholeness is restored to publicans and sinners in the appearance of the woman.  In the midst of the apostles she sought to touch the gift of the Holy Spirit as it was coming from Christ’s body.  The Lord praised her faith and constancy, because what had been prepared for Israel, the common people of the Gentiles were now claiming for themselves.
4. [St. Hilary] The Church of the Gentiles vs. the Church of the Jews:
a. The age of the daughter that died was 12 years, representing the 12 tribes of Israel that fell under the condemnation of death.
b. The Law guided them to the need for the Messiah to raise them up from death.
c. The woman lived for 12 years bleeding, representing the Gentiles who lived their former lives in the corruption of sin that bled away their lives. 

d. The Lord met the bleeding woman on the way and did not enter her house.  The Lord did not come in the flesh from the Gentiles or dwelt among them but met them on the way.

5. [St. Augustine] The Church of the Gentiles Touches the Lord:
The daughter of the synagogue ruler signifies the Jewish people, whereas the woman signifies the church of the Gentiles.  Christ was sent to the Jews; He sent others to the Gentiles; He did not go Himself.  His bodily and visible community ties were in Judea.  Therefore the apostle says, “For I say that Christ has been a minister of the circumcision in order to show God’s fidelity in confirming the promises made to our fathers.”  Therefore Christ was send to the Jews; He went to restore life to the daughter of the synagogue ruler.  The woman appears on the scene, and she is healed, being practically ignored by the Savior, for He said, “Who touched me?”  It means something when Someone who cannot ignore, ignores.  It points to the healed church of the Gentiles, the bodily presence of which is not seen by Christ.  The Jewish people saw and at first they crucified.  But later they too came to Him. The Jews will believe – but at the end of the world.
6. [St. Augustine] What is the hem of His garment?

a. The Apostles are the hem of His garments, who are attached to Him.

b. St. Paul was the Apostle for the Gentiles, and he considered himself the least of all the Apostles, or the end of His garment.

c. Let us likewise touch Him, that is, believe in Him, so we can be healed.

7. “Take heart, daughter; your faith has made you well.” Matt 9:22

a. She believed and He increases her faith.

b. Faith is a gift from God to those who ask.

c. Increase in faith is a gift to those who practice faith.
8. “Go in peace.” Luke 8:48b
a. As a friend, He cared for her body and healed her.

b. He cared for her soul by giving her peace.

c. He cared for her spirit by considering her a daughter to accompany Him in His heavenly glory.

9. Jairus, even though he was a leader of the synagogue, had a weaker faith than that of the centurion.
a. He asked the Lord to come to his house to heal his daughter, but the centurion believed that the Lord is able to heal his servant with a word, without the need of coming to his house, and especially because he was not worthy for the Lord to enter his house.

b. Jairus was very troubled, anxious for the Lord to hurry in order to save his daughter before she dies, since he did not yet believe in the resurrection of the dead.  Can you imagine how Jairus felt when the Lord stopped the crowd to say, “Who touched me?”
c. The Lord gave this leader a lesson in faith, showing how an unknown woman drew power out of Him by touching the hem of His garment and receiving what the crowd around Him could not.

10. The Lord cared for the leader of the synagogue without neglecting the unknown woman, who was considered unclean.  He works for everyone and answers everybody.

