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The Book of Ruth 
Objective: 
· To learn and feel the importance of loving elders, respecting them, and the reward of obedience
· To understand that God accepted the Gentiles even in the Old Testament
References: 

· The Book of Ruth 

· “The explanation of Ruth,” Fr. Tadros Y. Malaty
Memory verse: 

“Your people shall be my people, and your God, my God” (Ruth 1:16). 

Introduction: 


Request from the students to read the Book at home a week before it’s delivered. Ask them about what can attract people to Christianity more: preaching or love, respect and service? 

Lesson Outline: 

· The best answer to this question can be found in the Book of Ruth. Note that Ruth is one of only three books in the Bible that is named after a woman (Ruth, Esther and Judith). It is the only Book named after a non-Jewish woman. She must be more than a great man or woman to deserve a place in the Holy Bible and be rewarded by becoming one of the grandmothers of our Lord Jesus. 

· The story started with a famine in the Promised Land of Judah. The family went to Moab for food. Elimelech, Naomi’s husband, died. She dwelt there ten years until both her sons also died (She lost all her support). Then she arose to return to Judah to see whatever was left of her land. Naomi said to her two daughters-in-law, “Go, and return each to your mother’s house. The Lord deal kindly with you, as you have dealt with the dead and with me. The Lord grant that you may find rest, each in the house of her husband” (Ruth 1:8) (She blessed them in the name of the Lord). “It grieves me very much for your sakes” (self-denial). Orpah left but Ruth said, “Your people shall be my people, and your God, my God,” (Ruth 1:16) and she stayed with her. 

I. What Made Ruth Cling to Her Mother-In-Law 

A. Unlimited love 


This is pure and sincere love without hypocrisy. Ruth would not have followed her if there was no love. Love is a strong magnet. Ruth must have felt it during the short time she was married to Naomi’s son.

B. Strong relationship with her Creator 

Naomi felt God’s presence all the time in her life, and she passed this feeling on to her daughters-in-law. One of them, Ruth, accepted Him with her free will. She did not see Him as a carved image, but she saw His image carved in her mother-in-law and believed. 

II. The Story 

· They arrived at Bethlehem, and the entire city was excited because of their return. The women said, “Is this Naomi?” (Ruth 1:19) She answered sadly, “I went out full, and the Lord has brought me empty…” (Ruth 1:21) Ruth went out and gleaned in the field after the reapers, in the field of Boaz who was of the family of Elimelech. Boaz came from Bethlehem and said to the reapers, “The Lord be with you!” (Ruth 2:4). And they answered him, “The Lord bless you!” (Notice the greeting from Boaz to the reapers and their answer back, all blessings from the Lord.)
· Boaz said, “Whose young woman is this?” (Ruth 2:5). The servant answered, “It is the young Moabite woman who came back with Naomi from the country of Moab” (Ruth 2:6) Boaz called Ruth and said, “You will listen, my daughter, will you not? Do not go to glean in another field but stay close by my young women…and when you are thirsty, go to the vessels and drink from what the young men have drawn” (Ruth 2:8-9). (He immediately gave her all the rights of the young women in his team and did not treat her as a foreigner; he allowed her to eat from their food and drink from their jars). 

· She realized it and fell on her face as a slave and asked him, “Why have I found favor in your eyes that you should take notice of me, since I am a foreigner?” (Ruth 2:11). Boaz answered, “It has been fully reported to me all that you have done for your mother-in-law since the death of your husband…The Lord repay your work” (Ruth 2:11-12). (He did not take credit but affirmed to her that she came to the protection of the Lord, Who was repaying her for her respect, obedience, love and service to her mother-in-law.)
· Naomi gave her strange instructions based on traditions: “Therefore wash yourself and anoint yourself, put on your best garment and go down to the threshing floor…uncover his feet, and lie down; and he will tell you what you should do” (Ruth 3:3-4). So, she obeyed and went down to the threshing floor and did according to all that her mother-in-law instructed her. 

· Boaz recognized the tradition and said, “Blessed are you of the Lord… I will do for you all that you request, for all the people of my town know that you are a virtuous woman” (Ruth 3:10-11). (He blessed her by the name of the Lord, praised her actions and her virtues). Note to the servant: Be prepared to answer a sudden comment from a child at this age by saying politely, “She was not a cheap girl throwing herself on him for sex; she was a virtuous woman asking for her right to have offspring in the same words she was taught by her mother-in-law, who knew the law of the Lord.” 

· Boaz did not rush to answer her request. It was the honorable duty of another family member, but he gave her a promise and sealed it in the name of God: “If he will perform the duty of a close relative for you, good; let him do it. But if he does not, I will, as the Lord lives!” (Ruth 3:13). He ordered her to wait, and she obeyed and slept at his feet until morning. Boaz did not send her away empty-handed; he measured six ephahs (1 ephah = 3/5 bushels = 22 liters) of barley, laid it on her and sent her to Naomi. 

· Boaz searched and found the close relative, took ten men of the elders of the city as judges and said to the relative, “Naomi…sold the piece of land which belonged to our brother Elimelech… If you will redeem it, redeem it (buy it back); but if you will not redeem it… I will” (Ruth 4:3-4) and “On the day you buy the field, you must also buy it from Ruth, the wife of the dead, to perpetuate (preserve) the name of the dead through his inheritance” (Ruth 4:5). The close relative said, “I cannot redeem it… you redeem my right of redemption for yourself (you do it)” (Ruth 4:6). 

· So Boaz took Ruth for a wife, and the Lord granted that she conceives. The women said to Naomi, “Blessed be the Lord who has not left you this day without a close relative (Redeemer)… for your daughter-in-law, who loves you…, is better to you than seven sons” (Ruth 4:14-15). 

Conclusion/Questions: 

· How many sons did Naomi have? 

· What was the name of their father? To which tribe of the twelve did they belong? 

· What is the name of Naomi’s daughters-in-law? Were they from the same tribe or foreigners? 

· What do you think made them love Naomi? Who returned with her and who stayed? 

· What did Ruth do to supply food to her mother-in-law after their return? 

· What do you think of Boaz’s personality? The people who work for him? Why did he treat Ruth this way? 

· What did Naomi instruct Ruth to do and why? How did Boaz react? 

· Whose grandmother did Ruth become? 

Applications: 

· Love, respect and obedience, especially to our elders, have a reward from God. 

· Search for the differences and similarities between Esther and Ruth. 





Ruth 1

	1
	And it came to pass in the days when the judges judged, that there was a famine in the land. And a certain man of Bethlehem-judah went to sojourn in the country of Moab, he, and his wife, and his two sons.

	2
	And the name of the man was Elimelech, and the name of his wife Naomi, and the name of his two sons Mahlon and Chilion, Ephrathites of Bethlehem-judah. And they came into the country of Moab, and continued there.

	3
	And Elimelech, Naomi`s husband, died; and she was left, and her two sons.

	4
	And they took them wives of the women of Moab; the name of the one was Orpah, and the name of the other Ruth: and they dwelt there about ten years.

	5
	And Mahlon and Chilion died both of them; and the woman was left of her two children and of her husband.

	6
	Then she arose with her daughters-in-law, that she might return from the country of Moab: for she had heard in the country of Moab how that Jehovah had visited his people in giving them bread.

	7
	And she went forth out of the place where she was, and her two daughters-in-law with her; and they went on the way to return unto the land of Judah.

	8
	And Naomi said unto her two daughters-in-law, Go, return each of you to her mother`s house: Jehovah deal kindly with you, as ye have dealt with the dead, and with me.

	9
	Jehovah grant you that ye may find rest, each of you in the house of her husband. Then she kissed them, and they lifted up their voice, and wept.

	10
	And they said unto her, Nay, but we will return with thee unto thy people.

	11
	And Naomi said, Turn again, my daughters: why will ye go with me? have I yet sons in my womb, that they may be your husbands?

	12
	Turn again, my daughters, go your way; for I am too old to have a husband. If I should say, I have hope, if I should even have a husband to-night, and should also bear sons;

	13
	would ye therefore tarry till they were grown? would ye therefore stay from having husbands? nay, my daughters, for it grieveth me much for your sakes, for the hand of Jehovah is gone forth against me.

	14
	And they lifted up their voice, and wept again: and Orpah kissed her mother-in-law, but Ruth clave unto her.

	15
	And she said, Behold, thy sister-in-law is gone back unto her people, and unto her god: return thou after thy sister-in-law.

	16
	And Ruth said, Entreat me not to leave thee, and to return from following after thee, for whither thou goest, I will go; and where thou lodgest, I will lodge; thy people shall be my people, and thy God my God;

	17
	where thou diest, will I die, and there will I be buried: Jehovah do so to me, and more also, if aught but death part thee and me.

	18
	And when she saw that she was stedfastly minded to go with her, she left off speaking unto her.

	19
	So they two went until they came to Bethlehem. And it came to pass, when they were come to Bethlehem, that all the city was moved about them, and [the women] said, Is this Naomi?

	20
	And she said unto them, Call me not Naomi, call me Mara; for the Almighty hath dealt very bitterly with me.

	21
	I went out full, and Jehovah hath brought me home again empty; why call ye me Naomi, seeing Jehovah hath testified against me, and the Almighty hath afflicted me?

	22
	So Naomi returned, and Ruth the Moabitess, her daughter-in-law, with her, who returned out of the country of Moab: and they came to Bethlehem in the beginning of barley harvest.


Ruth 2

	1
	And Naomi had a kinsman of her husband`s, a mighty man of wealth, of the family of Elimelech, and his name was Boaz.

	2
	And Ruth the Moabitess said unto Naomi, Let me now go to the field, and glean among the ears of grain after him in whose sight I shall find favor. And she said unto her, Go, my daughter.

	3
	And she went, and came and gleaned in the field after the reapers: and her hap was to light on the portion of the field belonging unto Boaz, who was of the family of Elimelech.

	4
	And, behold, Boaz came from Bethlehem, and said unto the reapers, Jehovah be with you. And they answered him, Jehovah bless thee.

	5
	Then said Boaz unto his servant that was set over the reapers, Whose damsel is this?

	6
	And the servant that was set over the reapers answered and said, It is the Moabitish damsel that came back with Naomi out of the country of Moab:

	7
	And she said, Let me glean, I pray you, and gather after the reapers among the sheaves. So she came, and hath continued even from the morning until now, save that she tarried a little in the house.

	8
	Then said Boaz unto Ruth, Hearest thou not, my daughter? Go not to glean in another field, neither pass from hence, but abide here fast by my maidens.

	9
	Let thine eyes be on the field that they do reap, and go thou after them: have I not charged the young men that they shall not touch thee? and when thou art athirst, go unto the vessels, and drink of that which the young men have drawn.

	10
	Then she fell on her face, and bowed herself to the ground, and said unto him, Why have I found favor in thy sight, that thou shouldest take knowledge of me, seeing I am a foreigner?

	11
	And Boaz answered and said unto her, It hath fully been showed me, all that thou hast done unto thy mother-in-law since the death of thy husband; and how thou hast left thy father and thy mother, and the land of thy nativity, and art come unto a people that thou knewest not heretofore.

	12
	Jehovah recompense thy work, and a full reward be given thee of Jehovah, the God of Israel, under whose wings thou art come to take refuge.

	13
	Then she said, Let me find favor in thy sight, my lord, for that thou hast comforted me, and for that thou hast spoken kindly unto thy handmaid, though I be not as one of thy handmaidens.

	14
	And at meal-time Boaz said unto her, Come hither, and eat of the bread, and dip thy morsel in the vinegar. And she sat beside the reapers, and they reached her parched grain, and she did eat, and was sufficed, and left thereof.

	15
	And when she was risen up to glean, Boaz commanded his young men, saying, Let her glean even among the sheaves, and reproach her not.

	16
	And also pull out some for her from the bundles, and leave it, and let her glean, and rebuke her not.

	17
	So she gleaned in the field until even; and she beat out that which she had gleaned, and it was about an ephah of barley.

	18
	And she took it up, and went into the city; and her mother-in-law saw what she had gleaned: and she brought forth and gave to her that which she had left after she was sufficed.

	19
	And her mother-in-law said unto her, Where hast thou gleaned to-day? and where hast thou wrought? blessed be he that did take knowledge of thee. And she showed her mother-in-law with whom she had wrought, and said, The man`s name with whom I wrought to-day is Boaz.

	20
	And Naomi said unto her daughter-in-law, Blessed be he of Jehovah, who hath not left off his kindness to the living and to the dead. And Naomi said unto her, The man is nigh of kin unto us, one of our near kinsmen.

	21
	And Ruth the Moabitess said, Yea, he said unto me, Thou shalt keep fast by my young men, until they have ended all my harvest.

	22
	And Naomi said unto Ruth her daughter-in-law, It is good, my daughter, that thou go out with his maidens, and that they meet thee not in any other field.

	23
	So she kept fast by the maidens of Boaz, to glean unto the end of barley harvest and of wheat harvest; and she dwelt with her mother-in-law.


Ruth 3

	1
	And Naomi her mother-in-law said unto her, My daughter, shall I not seek rest for thee, that it may be well with thee?

	2
	And now is not Boaz our kinsman, with whose maidens thou wast? Behold, he winnoweth barley to-night in the threshing-floor.

	3
	Wash thyself therefore, and anoint thee, and put thy raiment upon thee, and get thee down to the threshing-floor, but make not thyself known unto the man, until he shall have done eating and drinking.

	4
	And it shall be, when he lieth down, that thou shalt mark the place where he shall lie, and thou shalt go in, and uncover his feet, and lay thee down; and he will tell thee what thou shalt do.

	5
	And she said unto her, All that thou sayest I will do.

	6
	And she went down unto the threshing-floor, and did according to all that her mother-in-law bade her.

	7
	And when Boaz had eaten and drunk, and his heart was merry, he went to lie down at the end of the heap of grain: and she came softly, and uncovered his feet, and laid her down.

	8
	And it came to pass at midnight, that the man was afraid, and turned himself; and, behold, a woman lay at his feet.

	9
	And he said, Who art thou? And she answered, I am Ruth thy handmaid: spread therefore thy skirt over thy handmaid; for thou art a near kinsman.

	10
	And he said, Blessed be thou of Jehovah, my daughter: thou hast showed more kindness in the latter end than at the beginning, inasmuch as thou followedst not young men, whether poor or rich.

	11
	And now, my daughter, fear not; I will do to thee all that thou sayest; for all the city of my people doth know that thou art a worthy woman.

	12
	And now it is true that I am a near kinsman; howbeit there is a kinsman nearer than I.

	13
	Tarry this night, and it shall be in the morning, that if he will perform unto thee the part of a kinsman, well; let him do the kinsman`s part: but if he will not do the part of a kinsman to thee, then will I do the part of a kinsman to thee, as Jehovah liveth: lie down until the morning.

	14
	And she lay at his feet until the morning. And she rose up before one could discern another. For he said, Let it not be known that the woman came to the threshing-floor.

	15
	And he said, Bring the mantle that is upon thee, and hold it; and she held it; and he measured six [measures] of barley, and laid it on her: and he went into the city.

	16
	And when she came to her mother-in-law, she said, Who art thou, my daughter? And she told her all that the man had done to her.

	17
	And she said, These six [measures] of barley gave he me; for he said, Go not empty unto thy mother-in-law.

	18
	Then said she, Sit still, my daughter, until thou know how the matter will fall; for the man will not rest, until he have finished the thing this day.


Ruth 4

	1
	Now Boaz went up to the gate, and sat him down there: and, behold, the near kinsman of whom Boaz spake came by; unto whom he said, Ho, such a one! turn aside, sit down here. And he turned aside, and sat down.

	2
	And he took ten men of the elders of the city, and said, Sit ye down here. And they sat down.

	3
	And he said unto the near kinsman, Naomi, that is come again out of the country of Moab, selleth the parcel of land, which was our brother Elimelech`s:

	4
	And I thought to disclose it unto thee, saying, Buy it before them that sit here, and before the elders of my people. If thou wilt redeem it, redeem it: but if thou wilt not redeem it, then tell me, that I may know; for there is none to redeem it besides thee; and I am after thee. And he said, I will redeem it.

	5
	Then said Boaz, What day thou buyest the field of the hand of Naomi, thou must buy it also of Ruth the Moabitess, the wife of the dead, to raise up the name of the dead upon his inheritance.

	6
	And the near kinsman said, I cannot redeem it for myself, lest I mar mine own inheritance: take thou my right of redemption on thee; for I cannot redeem it.

	7
	Now this was [the custom] in former time in Israel concerning redeeming and concerning exchanging, to confirm all things: a man drew off his shoe, and gave it to his neighbor; and this was the [manner of] attestation in Israel.

	8
	So the near kinsman said unto Boaz, Buy it for thyself. And he drew off his shoe.

	9
	And Boaz said unto the elders, and unto all the people, Ye are witnesses this day, that I have bought all that was Elimelech`s, and all that was Chilion`s and Mahlon`s, of the hand of Naomi.

	10
	Moreover Ruth the Moabitess, the wife of Mahlon, have I purchased to be my wife, to raise up the name of the dead upon his inheritance, that the name of the dead be not cut off from among his brethren, and from the gate of his place: ye are witnesses this day.

	11
	And all the people that were in the gate, and the elders, said, We are witnesses. Jehovah make the woman that is come into thy house like Rachel and like Leah, which two did build the house of Israel: and do thou worthily in Ephrathah, and be famous in Bethlehem:

	12
	and let thy house be like the house of Perez, whom Tamar bare unto Judah, of the seed which Jehovah shall give thee of this young woman.

	13
	So Boaz took Ruth, and she became his wife; and he went in unto her, and Jehovah gave her conception, and she bare a son.

	14
	And the women said unto Naomi, Blessed be Jehovah, who hath not left thee this day without a near kinsman; and let his name be famous in Israel.

	15
	And he shall be unto thee a restorer of life, and a nourisher of thine old age, for thy daughter-in-law, who loveth thee, who is better to thee than seven sons, hath borne him.

	16
	And Naomi took the child, and laid it in her bosom, and became nurse unto it.

	17
	And the women her neighbors gave it a name, saying, There is a son born to Naomi; and they called his name Obed: he is the father of Jesse, the father of David.

	18
	Now these are the generations of Perez: Perez begat Hezron,

	19
	and Hezron begat Ram, and Ram begat Amminadab,

	20
	and Amminadab begat Nahshon, and Nahshon begat Salmon,

	21
	and Salmon begat Boaz, and Boaz begat Obed,

	22
	and Obed begat Jesse, and Jesse begat David.




Lesson Aim:

Follow God like Ruth 
Lesson Notes:

1. RUTH

a. Ruth is a Moabite woman. She is not from Israel.

b. The Moabites are the descendants of Lot as a result of his sin with his oldest daughter.

c. The book of Ruth is the only book in the Bible that takes the name of a gentile.

2. THE FAMINE

a. The famine occurred during the rule of the Judges, most likely Gideon.

b. Elimelech moved to Moab with his family.

c. His sons married Moabite women, Oprah and Ruth.

d. Elimelech and both of his sons died.

3. THE RETURN TO BETHLEHEM

a. When the famine ended, Naomi wanted to go back to her people.

b. Naomi asked her daughters-in-law to return to their people and their families.

c. Ruth refused to leave her and with faith opted to leave her own people to live among God's people.

d. Because Naomi had great love for her daughters-in-law, Ruth was attracted to God and His people.

4. RUTH IN BETHLEHEM

a. Ruth goes to gather wheat behind the harvesters, like the poor.

b. Boaz cared for her and finally married her.

5. THE BLESSINGS OF RUTH

c. God blessed her with a son, Obed, who begot Jesse, who begot David.

d. From David, Jesus Christ was born.

e. Ruth became the cause of blessing for all gentiles.



I. Naomi Attracts Ruth With Love

A. A great tragedy happens to Naomi’s family.
1. Elimelech’s family goes to Moab due to famine.
2. The 2 sons marry Moabite women (Orpah & Ruth).
3. The husband and 2 sons die; Naomi is left alone at an old age.
B. Ruth is attracted to Naomi’s God.
1. Because of Naomi’s great love, Ruth didn’t want to leave.

2. Ruth decides to leave her family & country to live as a stranger in Bethlehem.

3. “By this all men shall know that ye are my disciples: If ye love one another.”

II. Ruth Wins God’s Blessing

A. Ruth is favored by all.

1. Boaz finds her gleaning and sets her in charge of the reapers.

2. Naomi loves and cares for Ruth as a daughter.

3. All people know that she is a virtuous woman (respected).

4. Boaz, a very rich kinsman, marries Ruth.

B. Jesus Christ becomes one of her offspring.
1. Usually, males get the blessings of God.

2. She’s the only Gentile with a Bible story.

ii Was honest and upright in everything she did

iii Loved and respected everyone



Ruth(
(The Story’s Outline)

1. Famine in Judah caused Elimelech and his family to move to Moab, where his two sons married Moabite women, Orpah and Ruth.

2. Elimelech and his two sons died and left Naomi a widow without financial support in a foreign land.

3. Naomi told her two daughters-in-law to return to their families, but Ruth refused to leave (recite weekly verse).

4. Naomi and Ruth returned to Bethlehem in a bad condition, thinking that God was disciplining them.
5. Ruth started to glean the fields like poor people.

6. Boaz noticed Ruth and showed her kindness; he made her work with his young women, keeping an eye on the fields. He also let her pick whatever she wanted from the sheaves.

7. Naomi blessed God and advised Ruth to ask Boaz for marriage because he was a close relative. Boaz cleared the matter with a closer relative by a formal agreement.

8. Ruth gave birth to a son; his was named Obed. Naomi, as the child’s grandmother, takes care of him, forgetting all her misery.

9. Obed was the father of Jesse, the father of King David, from whose offspring came Jesus Christ, our Lord.

10. Ruth obeyed Naomi and Boaz and, in so doing, obeyed God. God blesses the obedient.

11. This Bible book is the only book named after a gentile woman.



THE BOOK OF RUTH(

The story of Ruth and Naomi is the story of all generations. As a Jewish woman, Naomi enjoyed many blessings because she was familiar with the Law and with some prophecies. She had heard about salvation and about the dealings of God with her fathers. 

In time of suffering, she fled from Judea, as though fleeing from Christ (who came from the tribe of Judah), to live an easy life in Moab. This is similar to a soul that tastes the grace of God but denies Him in time of trial and runs back to the world, seeking satisfaction. 

Just as there is a Naomi in every generation, there is also a Ruth. Ruth grew up in Moab (the house of her pagan father) but heard of the Living God. She went out by faith to Bethlehem to meet the Incarnate Word of God and to find in Him her rest and satisfaction. 


The Lord Jesus Christ came "for the fall and rising of many" (Luke 4:34). Naomi fell because she scorned the grace of God, while Ruth the Moabite rose by her living faith in Him.

THE AUTHOR OF THE BOOK


According to the Talmud, the author of the book is Samuel the Prophet. The language of the book indicates that it was written before the Babylonian captivity and not after it, as some suggest. 


The story took place during the time of the Judges. The famine mentioned here occurred in the days of Gideon (Judges 6:1-6, 11). Josephus thinks that Ruth lived during the time of Eli the high priest.


Some believe that this story was recorded to strengthen the relations between King David and the King of Moab (1 Sam. 23:3-4) and to show that David's grandmother was a Moabite.

THE IMOPORTANCE OF THE BOOK AND ITS CHARACTERISTICS:


This book was linked to the harvest feast (Pentecost) and was read during the feast. This could be due to the fact that Ruth gathered the grain that was left by the reapers, so that she and her mother-in-law could eat. It is the book of harvest - the acceptance of the Gentiles to the faith, in the person of Ruth, as a new harvest. She carried in her offspring the Lord Jesus Christ, "the True Grain of Life," and gave satisfaction to her mother-in-law.


This is the only book in the Bible that is named after a gentile woman because Ruth excelled over many others. The genealogy of Christ mentions her name (Matt 1:5), which reveals to us that, although she was a gentile, her blood ran in the veins of the Savior of the world.


It offers us "the secret of real satisfaction" for the human soul, which is realized through unity with her real Groom, the true Boaz. The words "kinsman, relative, in-laws" appear frequently in the book. This symbolizes the close, family-like relationship between Jesus Christ and the human race, Jesus Christ and the gentiles.


It draws a connection between the life of faith and conduct. It records the proper manners of speech, as in the dialogues between Naomi and her daughter-in-law, Boaz and Ruth, and Boaz and the reapers in his field. 

The book contains some Jewish customs and traditions. Ruth offers a living example of the active Church member.
